foreground, middle ground and background by acting out each term.

e Students will view famous landscapes that display and demonstrates
foreground, middle ground and background. They will then label a photocopy.

e From Foreground to Background: Students will study the composition of
landscape paintings, emphasizing space, depth, and the concepts of
foreground, middle ground and background. Students will then create their
own landscapes using principles of landscape composition.

e Land and Seascapes: Using pencils, colored pencils, oil based paints, tempera
paints and origami (paper) students will create and develop works of art

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Modifications for Special Education/504

Students with special needs: The students’ needs will be addressed on an individual and grade level using a variety of modalities.
Accommodations will be made for those students who need extra time to complete assignment. Support staff will be available to aid students
related to IEP specifications. 504 accommodations will also be attended to by all instructional leaders. Physical expectations and modifications,
alternative assessments, and scaffolding strategies will be used to support this learning. The use of Universal Design for Learning (UDL) will be
considered for all students as teaching strategies are considered.
