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Modifications for Special Education / 504

Students with special needs: The students’ needs will be addressed on an individual and grade level using a variety of modalities. Accommodations
will be made for those students who need extra time to complete assignment. Teacher will be available to aid students related to IEP specifications.
504 accommodations will also be attended to by all instructional leaders. Expectations and modifications, alternative assessments, and scaffolding
strategies will be used to support this learning. The use of Universal Design for Learning (UDL) will be considered for all students as teaching
strategies are considered. Students will be provided with accommodations and modifications that may include:
